Important Roads in Scripture 
 
The road from Jerusalem to                                      :  

▪ Luke 10:30 A man was going down from Jerusalem to Jericho, when he was attacked by 
robbers. They stripped him of his clothes, beat him and went away, leaving him half dead. 31 A 
priest happened to be going down the same road, and when he saw the man, he passed by on 
the other side.  

 
The road from Bethphage to                                                :  

▪ Matthew 21:7 They brought the donkey and the colt and placed their cloaks on them for Jesus 
to sit on. 8 A very large crowd spread their cloaks on the road, while others cut branches from 
the trees and spread them on the road. 9 The crowds that went ahead of him and those that 
followed shouted, "Hosanna to the Son of David!" "Blessed is he who comes in the name of the 
Lord!" "Hosanna in the highest heaven!"  

 
The road from Jerusalem to                                     : 

▪ Luke 24:32 They asked each other, “Were not our hearts burning within us while he talked 
with us on the road and opened the Scriptures to us?” 33 They got up and returned at once to 
Jerusalem. There they found the Eleven and those with them, assembled together … 35 Then the 
two told what had happened on the way, and how Jesus was recognized by them when he 
broke the bread.  

 
The road from Jerusalem to                             : 

▪ Acts 8:26 Now an angel of the Lord said to Philip, “Go south to the road—the desert road—that 
goes down from Jerusalem to Gaza.” … 36 As they traveled along the road, they came to some 
water and the eunuch said, “Look, here is water. What can stand in the way of my being 
baptized?” 

 
The road from Jerusalem to                                         :  

▪ Acts 9:17 Then Ananias went to the house and entered it. Placing his hands on Saul, he said, 
"Brother Saul, the Lord—Jesus, who appeared to you on the road as you were coming here— 
has sent me so that you may see again and be filled with the Holy Spirit."  

▪ Acts 26:13 About noon, King Agrippa, as I was on the road, I saw a light from heaven, brighter 
than the sun, blazing around me and my companions.
